For insurance reasons, 

children should not be on the school grounds before this time. 

o School finishes at 2.50pm. If a child needs to remain later, please notify the office in 

advance. Pupils should be collected at the school gate unless other arrangements have been 

agreed. 

 Health & Safety 
o As we have children with severe nut and fish allergies, please ensure these are not included 

in school lunches.  

o When collecting children, please be mindful of our neighbours and use designated parking 

spaces where possible. 

 Absences & Communication 
o All absences must be reported through the Aladdin app. Please note that absences of 20 days 

or more must be reported to TUSLA. Late arrivals or early departures can also be logged 

through the app. 

o If you wish to meet with a class teacher, please arrange an appointment through the school 

office or via the Seesaw app which will be up and running shortly. 

o Reminder to all new parents in our school to please sign up to the Aladdin app as soon as 

possible.

o We are delighted to continue offering hot lunches through The Lunch Bag service. Orders 

must be placed 48 hours in advance, and please remember to cancel if your child will be 

absent.
